OPHTHALMIC PHOTOGRAPHY COMPETITION GUIDELINES

. Participants should be a member of TNOA and must be registered for
the conference

. If the author is not a member or not enrolled as a Life Member of the
TNOA on (or) before May 31% 2023, that entry will not be considered
for any award.

. Participant submissions are limited to a maximum of TWO entries of
different photographs across all categories.

. A brief description of the photograph around 50-100 words, needs to
be submitted along with the entry.

. The names of the Presenting Author, Institution / Hospital or any
such affiliations should NOT be mentioned in the title or abstract.
Non-compliance of the above rule, will lead to automatic
disqualification of that entry.

. At any point, should it be determined that a submitted photograph
has been previously presented in any forum or published in any
format, it will lead to immediate disqualification of entry.

. Entries must NOT endorse any services and products. It should NOT
include content that is defamatory or depict racism, religious
intolerance, obscenity or violence, in any form.

. Incomplete entries or entries that do not comply with the formal
specifications will be automatically rejected. In case of any dispute or
arbitration, the decision of the Chairman, Scientific Committee will

be final.



9. All approved Photos can be viewed on appropriate digital platforms
set up at the conference venue.

10. Original, high quality images are desirable for all submissions keeping
in mind that the images will be displayed on a 55 inch screen. It is
recommended to perform a trial check before submitting the photos.

11. Photo entry must be uploaded in either JPEG or PNG format and the
file size must NOT exceed 20MB.

12. Submission of photographs that are software edited (Photoshop,
Picasa, Android filters etc.) are strictly NOT allowed.

13. Photographs can be using Mobile phone, DSLR camera or ophthalmic
equipment/devices like Slit lamp attached camera, Fundus camera,
Optical Coherence Tomography (OCT), ORB scan etc.

14. All further details pertaining to the competition will be informed to
the participants through email, prior to the conference.
